Executive Board Position Descriptions
President – This position is pretty self-explanatory. The president works with the staff advisor to effectively run the entire organization and oversee the other positions. The president runs all Maroon Madness meetings as well.
Vice-President – The vice-president fills in for the president when the president is not there and helps to oversee the other positions.
Treasure – The treasure prepares the Maroon Madness budget and keeps track of expenditures throughout the year
Public Relations – The public relations chair manages the advertising and engagement with the campus community, working through The Standard, the residence halls, etc. 
Secretary of Membership – Manages the membership spreadsheets and keeping track of games attended and others such functions
Secretary of Correspondence – Manages email, Facebook, Twitter, and other such messages to the members
At-Large Members – Several members on the board will also be selected as at-large members. At-large members play a very important role in helping the other executive board members with their tasks. Some at-large members were also selected for specific skill sets (i.e. one of our at-large members designed and provided the upkeep for the new organization website)
